(Fruit-driven, rich, and vibrant…brimming with classic pear, crisp 
citrus and silky, flowering layers) 

2007 FRANK FAMILY, CALISTOGA, NAPA VALLEY 

(Intense full-bodied flavors of ripe pear and Fuji apples with nice 
citrus notes and creamy oak)

2008 D&G, ROSÉ, SONOMA COUNTY 

(Rethink rosé. No longer a sweet dessert wine. Completely dry, 
showing bright fresh fruit.) 

2005 STOLPMAN, SYRAH, SANTA YNEZ 

(Impressive muscle and depth accented by dark berry fruit and long, 
silky tannins) 

2007 OWEN ROE “EX UMBRIS”, SYRAH, COLUMBIA VALLEY 

(Great acidity, exhibiting all the fragrance, texture, and deep plum 
characteristics of a great Syrah) 

 
 

INTERNATIONAL FLIGHT ~ 17 

2004 SAN VINCENTI, CHIANTI, ITALY 

(…shows blackberry and light vanilla with earthy undertones.  Full 
and chewy with lots of fruit with a long finish)

(…deep violet color, showcasing flavors and aromas of blackberry, 
blueberry, plum, dark cherry, and a hint of mocha) 

2008 CARCHELO, JUMILLA, SPAIN 

(A delicious blend of Monastrell, Syrah, and Cabernet…juicy and 
fresh with powerful black fruit, with excellent structure)
